The sermons in-

clude ñWealth as a Spiritual Matter,ò ñWealth as a Community Matter,ò 

ñWealth as a Vocational Matterò and ñWealth as a Discipleship Matter.ò 

 

On Sunday, February 14, (coinciding with Pastor Wilsonôs return from sab-

batical) we will ask each member to place a Commitment Pledge Card, 

which was mailed to member households in mid-January, on the altar dur-

ing an extended offering portion of the worship service. The Commitment is 

confidential, intended to be your response to our many gifts from God.

A Message from Bishop Mark Hanson  
Regarding the Disaster in Haiti 

 
January 13, 2010 

 

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ: 

The first chaotic reports and images now are coming out of Haiti, docu-

menting the devastation caused by a massive earthquake. Haitian officials 

estimate that more than a hundred thousand people may have died and that 

the quake destroyed major parts of the capital, Port-au-Prince. 

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America already is responding through 

the Lutheran World Federationôs Haiti Program. Given the devastation 

caused by this earthquake, the ELCA has committed an initial $250,000 

from ELCA International Disaster Response for Haiti and has authorized an 

additional $500,000 as congregations respond both to the immediate needs 

and long-term rebuilding efforts. 

We give thanks to God that LWF staff escaped injury from the earthquake. 

We also give thanks that we have trusted and effective partners on the 

ground in Haiti who already are at work helping earthquake survivors. The 

ELCA is the largest regular supporter of the LWFôs program in Haiti, which 

helps communities escape the deep poverty in which so many Haitians live. 

Since staff is already in place, no precious time will be lost in shaping an 

effective response. The work of providing food and shelter and in helping 

people to rebuild their lives is under way. 

We give thanks also for our partners in this work. The LWF staff in Haiti 

also was tapped to coordinate the responses of Protestant and Orthodox 

churches throughout the world through Action by Churches Together 

(ACT). In addition, the ELCA, in coordination with the Florida-Bahamas 

Synod, will be working to provide disaster support to and possibly through 

the emerging Lutheran church in Haiti. 

More details of the ELCAôs response and a disaster insert for congrega-

tional use are posted on www.elca.org/disaster as communication channels 

are restored. Please share with members and friends both the urgent need in 

one of the United Statesô closest neighbors and the effective means by 

which their church is responding.

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ñThe Monk Who Sold His Ferrariò 

A Fable About Fulfil ling Your Dreams and Reaching Your Destiny  

Robin S. Sharma 

As the subtitle suggests, this is a fable designed to make you give some thought to your life, your goals, your 

dreams and how your daily habits help you reach those dreams.   This book focuses on strategies to help trans-

form your life by understanding your real purpose for being here and having the courage to act on it. 

The Fable 

The story centers on Julian Mantle, a driven, high-profile attorney who makes his work his life and has a set of 

priorities that center on money, power and prestige. The story is told from the perspective of one of his associ-

ates, who admires Mantleôs great success and aspires to be like him. 

When Mantle has a heart attack in the middle of an important case, he drops out of the game and disappears. He 

sells all his possessions and goes to India to seek a more meaningful existence. When he comes back, heôs a 

changed man. Really, itôs as if heôs a completely different person. Heôs learned from some mythical Himalayan 

gurus who give him mystical and yet practical advice, which he shares with his former associate. 

The Concept 

The meat of the book is the Seven Virtues of Enlightened Learning, which Mantle reveals one by one to his for-

mer colleague.  The fable combines symbols and exercises with each virtue designed to help the reader reach 

enlightenment.  Although the book presents them as actual Virtues learned from Himalayan gurus, itôs important 

to remember as you read that these are made up by the author ð these virtues (1. Master your mind, 2. Follow 

your purpose, 3. Practice kaizen, 4. Live with discipline, 5. Respect your time, 6. Selflessly serve others, and 7. 

Embrace the present) are actually pulled from other sources and woven into this delightful fable. 

Each Virtue is discussed in some detail in separate chapters with a number of concepts and habits to develop. 

Most of them are very inspiring and potentially very useful. After reading the book, I incorporated several of 

them into my life, including the ones that involve positive thinking, visualizing goals and more. Again, these are 

not new concepts, and have been discussed in many other books, but this book presents a great collection of use-

ful concepts that you might want to try out. 

Conclusion 

I would classify this book as self-help and spiritual.  It is a fun and easy read good for anyone who is interested 

in incorporating routines and habits that can transform their lives, help them achieve their dreams, calm them 

and make them happier. Yes, itôs a jumble of too many ideas, but you can pick and choose, and the ideas con-

tained in the book are potentially very powerful.
